The members of the Columbiana City Council recessed the regular council meeting for
the purpose of discussion of the numbers relative to the proposed Senior Citizen center
and the subsequent resolution necessary to move forward with the project. The meeting
was held at Columbiana City Hall in the City Hall Conference Room for the purpose of
ease of discussion after Mayor Allan Lowe called the council into recess at the regular
council meeting.

The primary concern of the council was the source
of the City’s share and the continued cost, which would be an increase over current
operations. The discussion led to a decision that the Mayor would locate funding sources
and report back to the council, at which time a Special Called meeting would be

announced to consider the resolution committing City funds for the proposed project.
